By The Commission:

This matter came on for hearing before the Commission’s Administrative Law
Judge on May 16, 2007. Petitioner Rocky Mountain Power was represented by Stacey Davis.
Respondent Theresa Gomez failed to appear.

At hearing, Petitioner stated there has been limited activity on Respondent’s
account for some time and Petitioner has recently learned that Respondent was evicted from the
residence two months ago. Therefore, Petitioner intends to contact the current residents at
Respondent’s service address to establish service in their name and no longer desires
Commission authorization to terminate Respondent’s electric service. Petitioner therefore
requests the matter be dismissed.

Wherefore, based upon the foregoing information, and for good cause appearing,
the Administrative Law Judge enters the following proposed

ORDER

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS HEREBY ORDERED, that:

1. The petition of Rocky Mountain Power for authorization to terminate the electric

service of Theresa Gomez is dismissed.
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2. Pursuant to Utah Code Annotated 8§ 63-46b-12 and 54-7-15, agency review or
rehearing of this order may be obtained by filing a request for review or rehearing with the
Commission within 30 days after the issuance of the order. Responses to a request for agency
review or rehearing must be filed within 15 days of the filing of the request for review or
rehearing. If the Commission fails to grant a request for review or rehearing within 20 days after
the filing of a request for review or rehearing, it is deemed denied. Judicial review of the
Commission’s final agency action may be obtained by filing a Petition for Review with the Utah
Supreme Court within 30 days after final agency action. Any Petition for Review must comply
with the requirements of Utah Code Annotated 88 63-46b-14, 63-46b-16 and the Utah Rules of
Appellate Procedure.
