On February 27, 2008, PacifiCorp d/b/a Rocky Mountain Power (*“Petitioner”)
submitted Advice No. 08-01 regarding proposed revisions to Electric Service Schedule No. 110.
According to the Advice Letter, this program, called the Energy Star Homes Program
(“Program”), is expected to further enhance the energy efficiency of new home construction;
delivering improved home performance, comfort and savings. After examination of the
proposed revisions, the Commission identified some concerns regarding the changes and
suspended the proposed tariff revisions to allow further examination and modification of the
changes. Petitioner has modified the revisions to address the concerns identified and submitted
revised tariff sheets and additional information on April 15, 2008. This latest filing has been
reviewed by the Division of Public Utilities, which, by memorandum dated April 24, 2008,
concludes that the replacement sheets resolve the concerns previously identified and
recommends approval of the tariff revisions. Our review of the modifications confirms that the
latest filing addresses our previous concerns and the proposed tariff changes may be approved
and the revisions to the tariff may be effective on the date requested by Petitioner, April 18,

2008.
