  On May 28, 2009, the Division of Public Utilities (“Division”) filed with the Utah 

Public Service Commission a recommendation regarding the Public Utility Regulatory Policies 

Act (“PURPA”) Integrated Resource Planning Standards No. 5 – Integrated Resource Planning 

and No. 6 – Rate Design Modifications to Promote Energy Efficiency Investments applicable to 

natural gas utilities enacted by the 2007 Energy Independence and Security Act.  In its 

evaluation the Division recommends the Commission adopt both new standards because these 

standards are essentially in place or are currently being considered, and are consistent with state 

law.  The Division also concludes the Commission’s past and present integrated resource 

planning and demand side management standards meet the two new standards under 

consideration in this Docket.
